•Skills needed by workers
•How industry was powered
•Where and how goods were sold

How did the Industrial Revolution change Britain by 1890?

1. Mainly made up of farmland, the 
main job was farming using horse 
and cart or man power.

2. A lot less populated – people 
lived in cottages in small villages.

3. No form of modern transport (no 
cars or steam trains) people 
mainly walked or used horse and 
cart. This limited travelling to 
new cities.
